According to St. Louis Marie de Montfort, the Rosary recited 
with the meditation of the mysteries brings about the following 
marvelous results: 
* it gradually brings us a perfect knowledge of Jesus Christ; 
* it purifies our souls from sin; 
* it gives us victory over all our enemies; 
* it makes the practice of virtue easy; 
* it sets us on fire with the love of our Lord; 
* it enriches us with graces and merits; 
* it supplies us with what is needed to pay all our debts to God 
and to our fellow-men; 
* and finally, it obtains all kinds of graces from God. 

 

It is best to use a Rosary 
that has been blessed by a 
priest, but this is not ab-
solutely necessary, alt-
hough there are extra 
indulgences attached to 
praying on a blessed Ro-
sary. 
The Rosary should be 
prayed in a reverent posi-
tion of the body. For ex-
ample, if possible to 
kneel or sit reverently 
before an image of our 
Blessed Mother or the 
Crucifix, or in a church. 
The Rosary may also be 
prayed while walking. 
The sick may pray it 
while lying in bed, and 
many Catholics pray ex-
tra decades until they fall 
asleep in bed at night. 
A very important point is 
that the heart of the Ro-

sary is not the repetition of these prayers, but our meditation upon 
the mysteries of the lives of Jesus and Mary during each decade. 
As we pray each set of Hail Mary’s, we should meditate upon the 
event in the lives of Jesus and Mary assigned to that decade, and 
on the grace or virtue manifested in that mystery, praying humbly 
for the grace to imitate Their example in our lives. 

THE PRAYERS OF THE ROSARY 
The Sign of the Cross:  holding the Cross 
IN THE NAME of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Ghost. Amen. (When you say “of the Father, ” touch your fore-
head; when you say “of the Son,” touch your breastbone; when 
you say “of the Holy Ghost,” touch your left shoulder and then 
your right shoulder. 
The Apostles' Creed: Holding the Cross 
I BELIEVE IN GOD, the Father almighty, Creator of Heaven 
and earth. And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, Who was 
conceived by the Holy Ghost, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered 
under Pontius Pilate; was crucified, died, and was buried. He 
descended into hell. The third day He rose again from the dead. 
He ascended into Heaven, and sits at the right hand of God, the 
Father almighty, from thence He shall come to judge the living 
and the dead. I believe in the Holy Ghost, the holy Catholic 
Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the 
resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. Amen. 
The Our Father: On the Large Single Beads 
OUR FATHER, Who art in Heaven, hallowed be Thy Name. 
Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on earth as it is in Heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as 
we forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil. Amen. 
The Hail Mary On the small beads of 10 
HAIL MARY, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed art 
thou among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus. 
Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now and at the 
hour of our death. Amen. 
The Glory Be after the 10 Hail Mary’s 
GLORY BE to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Ghost. 
As it was in the beginning is now, and ever shall be, world with-
out end. Amen. 
O My Jesus after the Glory Be 
(Requested by Our Lady at Fatima in 1917; pray after each dec-
ade) 
O MY JESUS, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires of hell, 
lead all souls to Heaven, especially those who have most need of 
Thy mercy. 
Hail Holy Queen at the Conclusion of the 5 deacads 
Hail, Holy Queen, Mother of Mercy, our life, our sweetness and 
our hope! To thee do we cry, poor banished children of Eve; to 
thee do we send up our sighs, mourning and weeping in this val-
ley of tears. Turn then, most gracious advocate, thine eyes of 
mercy toward us, and after this our exile, show unto us the 
blessed fruit of thy womb, Jesus. O clement, O loving, O sweet 
Virgin Mary! 
Concluding Rosary Prayer 
O GOD, Whose only begotten Son, by His life, death and resur-
rection has purchased for us the rewards of eternal life, grant, we 
beseech Thee, by meditating upon these mysteries of the Most 
Holy Rosary of the Blessed Virgin Mary, that we may imitate 
what they contain and obtain what they promise, through the 
same Christ our Lord. Amen.
